· When you click on the above link, the browser is directed to the fullerton.edu server.  Within that server is the biology directory – essentially a folder with all the various parts of our departments internet presence, including a folder named “BGSC” that I have access to (username and PW is required!)

· HTML = hypertext markup language

· hypertext: refers to the ability of the computer to move elements of text (or images) from one part of a page to another

· markup language: the old typewriter code used to indicate where, for instance, Bold font should begin and end  

· The conventions
· <b> = Begin Bold </b> = bold is over
· linking to another page inside your directory?  “pictures.html”

· linking to another website? “http://www.anotherwebsite.com”
· The Sections
· <html>This identifies your page as written in html.  All other elements are nested between </html>
· <head> identity of your page and its content </head>

· <style> special styles for font type, color, etc.  Allows you to make shortcuts in applying style changes to your page. </style>
· <body> This is the heart of your page where all the content that people view is laid out </body>

· Tables
· within the <body> section, most pages are divided up into tables.  Examine the source code for http://biology.fullerton.edu/bgsc/events.html and see if you can pick out the pattern

· <tr> table row </tr>

· <td> table data </td>
